First Reading                                                                       Acts 1:1–11  
 1In the first book, O Theophilus, I have dealt with all that Jesus began to do and teach, 2until the day 
when he was taken up, after he had given commands through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had 
chosen. 3To them he presented himself alive after his suffering by many proofs, appearing to them during forty 
days and speaking about the kingdom of God. 
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 4And while staying with them he ordered them not to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for the promise 
of the Father, which, he said, “you heard from me; 5for John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with 
the Holy Spirit not many days from now.”

Acts 1:12–26,     1 Peter 4:12–19; 5:6–11,     John 17:1–11 
 
Our Lord Jesus Is with Us in the Upper Room of His Church on Earth 
On the night when He was betrayed, our Lord Jesus prayed for His apostles and His Church on earth. 
“The hour” had come when the Father would glorify His Son by the cross (John 17:1). Through the 
shedding of His blood, He would bring forgiveness for the sins of the world, and in His resurrection 
and ascension He would unite all Christians with the Father “that they may be one” with God (John 
17:11). He manifested His name to the apostles and gave them the words of the Father to speak in His 
name. The apostolic witness of His cross and resurrection (Acts 1:21–22) gathers disciples together 
“with one accord” into the one Body of Christ (Acts 1:14). “Devoting themselves to prayer,” they wait 
upon the Lord in “the upper room” (Acts 1:13–14), the place of His Holy Supper. Strengthened by the 
Gospel, Christians bear the cross of Christ in patience and peace, rejoicing to share in His suffering, in 
order that they “may also rejoice and be glad when his glory is revealed” (1 Peter 4:13).
